Chamraj also has canned-teas branded, Chamraj, Frost Tea, Green Tea, Decaffeinated Tea, Earl Grey and White Tea. White Tea is among the most-expensive brands priced at Rs 320 for a 50-gm can.

In the tea bag market, Chamraj has ‘masala’ flavour as well. Korakundah has orthodox green tea and organic tea packets. In the dip-tea segment, it has organic Nilgiri black and green tea bags. “Our organic teas have gained a niche in international markets,” MrHegde said.
